Community Art Project; Unidentified Flying Objects  
Instructions for Wing Templates 


 
 
Here’s how you can transfer a design from a small template to your large sheet of cardboard, using a grid.   
 
The 40 x 48 inch sheets of cardboard are 16x as big as the templates ( 2.5 x  3 inches).  
As you draw your lines and make the grid, your squares on the cardboard will be 16x as big! 
 
Turn the cardboard so it’s oriented in the same direction as the template (long sides and short sides in the 
same direction) 
 
How many lines run across your small  template? (it will be 4 if you have it long-wise, and 5 if you have it tall). 
Draw the same number of lines, evenly spaced, across your cardboard.  
 
How many lines running up and down are on the template? (again, there will be 4 or 5, depending on the 
orientation of your cardboard. Draw the same number of lines, evenly spaced, up and down on your 
cardboard.  
 
You should now have a grid, with the same number of squares on your big cardboard as on your small 
template. Congratulations - now comes the fun part! 
 
Starting with any one box on your small template, look at the line in that box: is it straight, or curved? where 
along the side does it start and finish?  Find the same box on your large cardboard, and draw that same kind 
of line in the big box. Repeat with each box until you have the design filled in. It might help to start in one 
corner, and move along in a row… but any way you do it, it will work!  
 
Now you’re ready to cut out your wings. 
 
Look for the blank small templates should you want to make your own design.   
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
